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REGULATIONS OF THE DAN-KYU COMMISSION OF THE INTERNATIONAL GRAPPLING FEDERATION 
I. GENERAL PROVISIONS
1. The Regulations of the Dan-kyu Commission of the International Grappling Federation (hereinafter – the Regulations) establish the rights and obligations of the Dan-kyu Commission of the International Grappling Federation (hereinafter – the Dan-kyu Commission) in performing the functions assigned to them and the general requirements for organizing meetings and making decisions.
2. The Dan-kyu Commission shall be composed, reorganized and liquidated by the President of the International Grappling Federation (hereinafter – the President). The decision is formalized by an order.
3. The Dan-kyu Commission shall operate in the International Grappling Federation (hereinafter – the Federation) on a public basis.
4. The purpose of the Dan-kyu Commission is to raise the mastery of the members of the International Grappling Federation. 

5. In its activities, the Dan-kyu Commission shall be guided by the Statutes of the International Grappling Federation, orders of the President of the International Grappling Federation and other legal documents of the Federation and these Regulations.

 II. FORMATION OF THE DAN-KYU COMMISSION, ITS COMPOSITION, RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF MEMBERS
6. The Dan-kyu Commission shall consist of at least 3 members who are of good repute and have confidence among the coaches of the Federation, who shall be approved by order of the President of the Federation. A member of the Dan-kyu Commission who has lost confidence or otherwise demeaned a member is expelled from the Dan-kyu Commission and replaced by another member by order of the President of the Federation.
7. The Dan-kyu Commission shall consist of: the Chairman, the Vice-Chairman, the Secretary, the members;

7.1. The Chairman of the Dan-kyu Commission, appointed by the President of the Federation: 
7.2. is responsible for organizing the activities of the Dan-kyu Commission in the performance of the functions assigned to the competence of the Commission;

7.3. convenes and chairs the meetings of the Dan-kyu Commission;

7.4. shall determine the agenda, place and time of the meeting of the Dan-kyu Commission;

7.5. shall sign the minutes of the meeting, letters and other documents on behalf of the Dan-kyu Commission;

7.6. shall represent the Dan-kyu Commission in institutions, bodies, offices or agencies; 

7.7. distributes the work to the members of the Dan-kyu commission, assigns assignments related to the activities of the commission;

7.8. reports annually on the activities of the Dan-kyu Commission to the President of the Federation.
8. The Vice-Chairman of the Dan-kyu Commission, appointed by the President of the Federation on a proposal from the Chairman of the Dan-kyu Commission:
8.1. shall perform the duties of the Chairman of the Dan-kyu Commission when the Chairman of the Dan-kyu Commission is unable to do so as well as perform other tasks and assignments assigned by the Chairman of the Dan-kyu Commission that are related to the activities of the Commission;

8.2. must attend the meetings of the Dan-kyu Commission and, if they are unable to attend the meetings of the Dan-kyu Commission, they must inform the Chairman of the Dan-kyu Commission in advance at least 2 working days before the meeting of the Dan-kyu Commission and state the reasons for their absence.
9. The Secretary of the Dan-kyu Commission, appointed by the President of the Federation on a proposal from the Chairman of the Dan-kyu Commission: 
9.1. is responsible for the preparation and formalization of all documents of the Dan-kyu Commission, performs other tasks and assignments assigned by the Chairman of the Dan-kyu Commission in connection with the activities of the Commission;

9.2. must attend the meetings of the Dan-kyu Commission and, if they are unable to attend the meetings of the Dan-kyu Commission, they must inform the Chairman of the Dan-kyu Commission in advance at least 2 working days before the meeting of the Dan-kyu Commission and state the reasons for their absence.
10. The Member of the Dan-kyu Commission, appointed by the President of the Federation on a proposal of the Chairman of the Dan-kyu Commission:

10.1.  shall perform the tasks and assignments assigned by the chairman of the Dan-kyu commission in connection with the activities of the commission;

10.2. must attend the meetings of the Dan-kyu Commission and, if they are unable to attend the meetings of the Dan-kyu Commission, they must inform the Chairman of the Dan-kyu Commission in advance at least 2 working days before the meeting of the Dan-kyu Commission and state the reasons for their absence.
III. TASKS AND FUNCTIONS OF THE DAN-KYU COMMISSION
11. The main tasks of the Dan-kyu Commission are:
11.1. Education of the members of the Federation, professional development;
11.2. Examination and assessment of federation members.
12. In carrying out the tasks assigned to it, the Dan-kyu Commission shall perform the following functions:
12.1. Shall organise paid in-service training, examination and certification seminars for the members of the Federation;
12.2. Shall share the latest information with the members of the Federation;
12.3. Shall submit proposals to the President of the Federation regarding the dan-kyu qualification belt exam programme, regarding the improvement of the dan-kyu awarding criteria, regarding the determination of the amount of the award fee;
12.4. Shall ensure that qualification belt exams are conducted in accordance with the dan-kyu qualification belt exam programme established by the International Grappling Federation;

12.5. Shall conduct examinations of federation members for the awarding of dan-kyu;

12.6. Shall recommend to the President of the Federation a qualified belt examiner. Examiners must submit the qualification exam evaluation data to the Chairman of the Dan-kyu Commission;

12.7. Shall conduct registration for those who have passed the dan-kyu exams, manages and maintains the database;
12.8. Shall provide a recommendation to the President of the Federation regarding the granting of appropriate dan-kyu title to a member of the Federation, as well as the issuance of certificates; 

12.9. Shall submit proposals to the President of the Federation regarding the preparation of the annual exam plan and other proposals related to the improvement of certifications and examinations;

12.10. Shall consider all received proposals, requests, claims at an ordinary or extraordinary meeting of the Dan-kyu Commission. The President of the Federation and the applicant shall be informed of the decisions taken.
IV. ORGANISATION OF THE WORK OF THE DAN-KYU COMMISSION
13. The Dan-kyu Commission’s work takes the form of meetings. Meetings may be conducted using electronic communication technologies. 
14. Meetings shall be convened by the Chairman of the Dan-kyu Commission and may also be convened by the President of the Federation. Meetings are usually convened at least once every six months, if necessary more often.
15. The agenda of the meeting shall be determined by the Chairman of the Dan-kyu Commission and may also be determined by the President of the Federation. The agenda of the meeting shall indicate the place and time of the meeting of the Dan-kyu Commission, the issues to be discussed during the meeting.
16. The Secretary of the Dan-kyu Commission shall notify the members of the Dan-kyu Commission and the persons invited to attend the meeting by e-mail to the e-mail addresses specified by them not later than 3 calendar days in advance. The members of the Dan-kyu commission shall be provided with the agenda of the meeting together with all information received regarding the issues to be discussed.
17. A meeting is valid if at least half of the members of the-Dan-kyu Commission are present. 

18. Decisions shall be taken by a majority of the members of the Dan-kyu Commission present and voting by open ballot. In the event of a tie, the chairman of the meeting shall have the casting vote.
19. Minutes shall be taken of the proceedings. The minutes shall be signed by the chairman and the secretary of the meeting.
20. Dan-kyu commissions shall notify the President of the Federation in writing of the decisions, rulings or recommendations adopted. Decisions, resolutions or recommendations shall enter into force only upon approval by an order of the President of the Federation.
V. ACTIVITY CONTROL
21. The activities of the Dan-kyu Commission shall be supervised by the President of the Federation or an authorized representative.
22. The Chairman of the Dan-kyu Commission shall report annually on the activities of the Dan-kyu Commission to the President of the Federation.
VI. COMMISSION FINANCING AND SERVICING
23. The activities of the Dan-kyu commission are organized and technically provided by the Federation from the funds collected from the activities of the Dan-kyu commission, allocating 50 percent for the organisation of the Dan-kyu commission activities (funds are received from training seminars, dan-kyu examinations and other legal activities).

VII. FINAL PROVISIONS
24. The regulations are approved by the President of the Federation. If necessary, they can be changed, taking into account the formed and emerging global practice of grappling Dan-kyu examination and certification of coaches. Amendments are possible after consideration by the Dan-kyu Commission and approval by the President of the Federation. 
25. Additions, amendments or violations of the regulations must be addressed in writing to the President of the Dan-kyu Commission or the Federation. The request received is considered at an ordinary or extraordinary meeting of the Dan-kyu Commission. The President of the Federation and the applicant shall be informed of the decisions taken.

  The Regulations are a document implementing the requirements of the Federation and are binding on all persons participating in the activities of the Federation.
